The horses broke free & galloped
on. The driver, originally, had beenleading them on a
separate horse. He chased théleeing horses, of course.
They were caught, and calmed by those on horseback
who joined in the chase.

Asbestos Crackdown Impacts
Collector Car Imports into Australia

As reported by Alan Thompson at the August meeting,
Australiads tough new | egi sl af
impacting the importation of cars into Australia.

Austral i an BABFxhaiceNB.or ced s
2017/21 warns importers about their hard-line stance on
the ban on manufacture, use, and importation of asbestos
or asbestoscontaining materials Border Force may conduct
risk assessmenbn import sinto Australia, regardless d
whether the importer declares the product contains no
asbestos& impor t er s must know Oback
manufactured whether the good:

If information presented by the importer does not provide
sufficient assurance, the ABF will rquire testing &
certification, but the ABF will only accept certification from
a NATA accredited laboratory that confirms asbestos was
not detectedo.

Thistesting is not cheap. According to an account by
Australian collector car importer Terry Healy, extensive
testing on the 1965 Ford Mustang and 1966 Shelby G.T.
350 he had shipped to Australia earlier this year cost
roughly $15,000, caused $12,000 in damages due to
destructive testing of samples from the two cars, and led to
the seizure of a number of parts found to contain asbestos,
among them the brake pads, brake shoes, exhaust manifold
gaskets, and exhaust pipe gaskets.

Fines for individuals who import asbestos can run up to
$180,000.

The History of the Nissan Motor
Company - Part 4: Nissan takes on
the World - 1960’s

Leadi ng NiesandelttBedr ®atsun small car line
would fill a need in other markets, especially the United
States. They started with showing theDatsun Bluebird 310
at the 1958 Los Angeles Auto Show

The 310 series Bluebird markd the first time that a
Japanese car manufacturer had built a modern world class
car. Nissan spent dot of time & money on the newest &
most advanced presseg& machining equipment, so the
finish & panel quality of these Bluebirds was of a standard
usually found in cars two or three times their price.

For the engines Nissan continued to use the 37hp C series
988cc OHV "Stone" engine first introduced a couple of
years earlier in the Datsun 210, as well as the 1189cc
overhead valve 48hp E series enginéthe primary engine in
most export markets). The updated 311 of 1961 saw the
introduction of the E1 60hp engine, boasting a new dual
throat downdraught Nikki carburettor with a vacuum
secondary system& some modifications to the cylinder
head design (thisengine was still from the family of engines
that began as an Austin engine).

In 1964, Nissan releasedh more stylish 410 series Bluebird
which was designed by Italian design house Pininfarina (best
known for their work with Ferrari and Fiat). The E1 engi ne
continued in the 410/411 series and by the time the 410/411
ceased production in June 1967 Nissan wereselling
726,000 vehicles a year (nost being Bluebirds).

e

Nissan also produced a larger sedan during this period, the
Cedric. This did not sell a well in Australia, perhaps
struggling against our much loved Ford & Holden large cars
& also having to compete with the Toyota Crown.

The 606s also saw the
Fairlady. Initially the 1960 Fairlady was based on the 211
sedan (model prior to the 310 Bluebird) and used the 48hp
E series engine (from the 310 Bluebird). Only 228 of the
first Fairladyds (SPL212)

A new Fairlady SP310 was released in 1962 & sales grew
to over 50000 by the end of the decade. Th is carwas
based on the better Bluebird 310 mechanicals, plus other
improvements, including the larger engine from the Cedric,
but with a single side draught 38mm Hitachi carburettor
(very similar in design to the British SU carburettor). The
Cedric produced 71hp while the Fairlady produced 77hp.

Madifications continued to be made to the Fairlady
duri ng & dueng hi tine, around 80% of the
Fairladyds built ended up in

Back with the Bluebird range, Nissan introduced one of
their most iconic carsin 1968, the 510 Bluebird (which we
know at the Datsun 1600). Nissan set out to achieve a small
to mid -sized family car that would be light and easy to
drive, but also appeal to the more sporting driver at the
same time. They succeededpectacularly.lts looks were
conservative enough to appeal to the average person, yet
still managed to have a purposeful and sporting feel.

The 510 had class leading handling characteristics thanks to
a MacPherson strut front suspensior& independent rear
end. The engine was a shortened version of Cedricsix
cylinder L20 engine, designated the L16 (d.595cc overhead
cam engine produdng 96hp in standard form).

T h e Bhandlings& performance made it a musthave
item for amateur and professional racers. In the United
States the car was a popular circuit racer that would go on
to win countless races and championships. In Australia it
became the off-road rally racing weapon of choice, going
on to win the Australian Rally Championship (many still
compete in the Ralnbw.ds

The car was just as successful in the showroom, with global
sales topping half a million in its four year run (selling in a
bewildering variety of versions) until it was replaced by the
610 series in 1971.
